Are there any restrictions on
cover?

I You will need to pay the first part of
each claim known as the excess

I The motorcycle must be in a
roadworthy condition and have a
valid MOT certificate

I The motorcycle must be locked when
left unattended



Where am | covered?
v" The cover provided is the minimum cover you need by law to use your motorcycle in any country

which is a member of the European Community.

What are my obligations?

You must provide accurate complete information when completing your quotation

You must pay the premium on time

You must tell us if your circumstances change during the period of cover

You must inform us of any damage to the vehicle that occurs

You must inform the police if any person is injured in a collision

If you have to make a claim you must provide us with all relevant information about the claim.

When and how do | pay?

You can pay your premium as a one-off payment or in monthly instalments.

When does the cover start and end?

The contract is for a duration of one year and will start on the policy commencement date and will end one
year later.

How do | cancel the contract?
e You can cancel this policy within 14 days of receipt of the policy documents whether for new business
or at the renewal date
e If cover has not started we will refund the full premium to you. If cover has started we will keep an
amount of premium in proportion to the time you have been on cover and refund the rest to you
provided no eligible claims have occurred
